Differentiation, Personalised Learning and Quality Teaching
John Visser, Associate Professor, University of Birmingham

This session will examine the relationship between differentiation, personalised learning
and the achievement of high-quality teaching. It will raise fundamental questions which
teachers and their assistants need to address if they are to maximise children and
young people’s progression. It will show how inclusive practice is only truly addressed
when there is a match between learning needs and teaching strategies which enable
pupils to feel included in their learning.

This session will look at low cost, no cost
solutions which will support staff, students and parents/carers as we collaborate
through Home Access and parental engagement initiatives.

This session aims to address the challenges faced by teaching assistants assigned

While it is vital that pupils are supported to access the
curriculum, develop social skills and behave appropriately, it is also important that
pupils are equipped to manage with increasing independence. Learn how to address
the balance between offering support and facilitating independence through tried and
tested practical strategies, group discussion and questions.

Discover the importance of friendship and how this can be supported within school

and in the community. A training pack, ‘The Inclusion Assistant’, has been devised to
develop competence in supporting the inclusion of young people who require one-to-
one help in school. It draws from the perspective of disabled adults and the Independent
Living Movement, helping to create a pathway from school to a supported adult life, in
the community, for people who will continue to need one-to-one assistance throughout
their lives. Based on original research, it has been trialled with great success in
mainstream schools in East London.

The Links between Language and Behaviour: More than a
Coincidence

This session examines the reasons that a large number of children with Social, Emotional
and Behavioural Difficulties (SEBD) also have unrecognised language difficulties. We will
look at the neuroscientific evidence for the early onset of language difficulties and the
effects these can have on children. We'll also discuss ways of recognising and dealing with
speech and language difficulties in the classroom.

Every Child Valued: the Educational Needs of Children with
Foetal Alcohol Spectrum Disorders

Professor Barry Carpenter, OBE, Research Fellow, University of Oxford

Children with Foetal Alcohol Spectrum Disorders are now the largest group of children
with learning difficulties entering the UK education system. Recent studies have put this
at 1:100 children. Due to specific brain abnormalities, these children learn in very specific
ways that would be unfamiliar to most classroom practitioners. This session outlines some
of those challenges to teaching and suggests strategies for improving learning outcomes
for this unrecognised group of children.

This seminar will
demystify the ADHD term and present a range of teaching and behaviour modification
systems/strategies for supporting children and families.

The Behaviour Support Database has been used very successfully at Bradstow
School since 2004 for incident recording, analysis and monitoring, to bring about
improvements in the quality of life of children in their care. Facilitated by BILD and
sponsored by the school, it has a growing international user base. The session

will demonstrate how this unique database has significantly enhanced users’
capabilities to record, monitor and analyse incidents across a whole range of criteria.

Kids Company provides practical, emotional and educational support to vulnerable
inner-city children and young people. It operates through two street-level centres in
south London and offers therapeutic and social work services in over 30 schools. They
provide an environment where relationships of empathy and attachment can be fostered
between children and trusted adults. Support is tailored to the needs of each individual
child and in everything we do the child is put first. Kids Company was awarded the
Liberty and Justice Human Rights Award, 2007. The session will outline new ways of
working with, or teaching, hard-to-reach children.

The philosophy underpinning the Quality Mark is that changing practice to
accommodate dyslexic individuals often results in good practice for everyone. In the
case of educational institutions, the BDA recognises that the majority of moderately
dyslexic students will be taught in mainstream classrooms and by non-specialist tutors.
Therefore it is important that, as well as employing appropriate teaching methods, all
environments are dyslexia friendly. This is what the Quality Mark strives to be.

We see, hear,
feel, smell and our brains need to interpret all these signals accurately if we are to react
appropriately. Some children’s systems have problems organising this information. This
seminar will help you understand how SPDs affect the ways a child can attend, learn
and manage situations at school. Strategies will help you to find ways of optimising
children’s learning potential, helping them to find that ‘just right’ level for learning.
